New Developments

Preventive Health and Health Services (PHHS) Block Grant

The PHHS received flat funding in the amount of $823,714 for FY05 in Montana and $118 million nationwide.  However, the PHHS has been eliminated in the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) budget for FY06.

PHHS has given Montana the opportunity to address a diverse mix of public health issues, including cardiovascular disease, diabetes, physical activity, public health improvement, trauma, sexual assault, immunizations, and suicide prevention.  Montana has documented that investment of PHHS has resulted in improved public health outcomes and significant cost savings.  Though a flexible prioritization process, Montana has been able to target resources with creative strategies to address rural and remote public health problems.  PHHS uses the Healthy People 2010 national objectives to identify the most preventable threats to the public’s health and measure their outcomes.

Eliminating this important program will cripple important state and local public health programs.
