mental health crisis, especially those with nowhere else to turn.

All calls to the MT 988 Suicide & Crisis Lifeline are answered by trained crisis 
workers at three regional call centers around the state. All Montana crisis 
centers are accredited, provide training for counselors, and disseminate best 
practices. Local counselors at crisis centers are familiar with community mental 
health resources that are part of the Montana 211 referral network.
