ScAN (SCREENING & ASSESSMENT NETWORK)


DEFINITION

ScAN is mandated by the Department for all HCBS consumers and applicants.  ScAN (Screening & Assessment Network) is an electronic link between the Case Management Team (CMT), the Foundation and the Senior & Long Term Care (SLTC) Division.  ScAN allows the CMT, the Foundation and SLTC staff to electronically start an application for Nursing Home Level of Care, submit a new LOC application to the Foundation, and print copies of the application and the LOC determination.  ScAN also allows the CMT to resubmit a previously submitted application, as well as create and update a Plan of Care. 

In order to use ScAN, each CMT needs to have an Internet Services provider (ScAN is a WEB based application). CMTs also need Netscape or Internet Explorer browsers, and the software Adobe Acrobat Reader.  In addition, CMTs will need DPHHS generated security access and a ScAN user’s guide.  For questions about security access or to obtain a user’s guide, contact the Community Services Bureau (CSB).

REQUIREMENTS

1. 
CMTs are required to enter the consumer’s admit date into ScAN within five working days of admission.

CMTs are required to enter the consumer’s discharge date into ScAN within five working days of discharge.
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
