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DEFINITION

Behavioral programming provides for continuous in-depth assessment of a consumer with a traumatic brain injury.  The service is designed to observe the consumer's behavior and interaction with others in order to develop an appropriate behavior program.  Consumers are observed in natural environments; i.e., home, day program, etc.

SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

Behavioral programming is provided by an individual with a Bachelor's degree employed by, and working under the direction and supervision of, a licensed neuropsychologist, licensed psychologist, board certified neurologist, board certified psychiatrist, or board certified physiatrist who have experience in working with persons with a traumatic brain injury.

SERVICE LIMITS

The service is provided on a short-term basis.
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
