DEFINITION

Cognitive rehabilitation is a service for individuals with a brain injury.  It is designed to teach individuals to function with their injury by reinforcing, strengthening or reestablishing previously learned patterns of behavior, or by establishing new patterns of behavior or other compensatory mechanisms.

SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

Cognitive rehabilitation is provided by an agency under the direction of a licensed psychologist, licensed neuropsychologist, board certified neurologist, board certified psychiatrist or board certified physiatrist who have experience in working with persons with a brain injury.

This service can be provided in an individual’s home, work environment or other community setting.
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
