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DEFINITION 

Community residential rehabilitation is comprehensive day treatment plus a residential component.

SERVICE REQUIREMENTS

Community residential rehabilitation is provided by an agency under the direction of an interdisciplinary team consisting of a board certified physiatrist, a licensed neuropsychologist, a licensed psychologist, therapists and other appropriate support staff.  A provider of this service must be accredited by CARF as a Community Re-Entry Program for Persons with a Traumatic Brain Injury or receive such accreditation within two years of commencement of this service under the HCBS program.

SERVICE LIMITATIONS

This service is targeted to Care Category 3 (CC3) recipients who have a brain injury.

REFERRAL PROCESS

The referral process for community residential rehabilitation is identical to the referral process for comprehensive day treatment (refer to HCBS 710).  
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
