NURSING HOME TRANSITION PROCESS INSTRUCTIONS AND FORM (DPHHS-SLTC-155)


PURPOSE
Periodically, CSB is given the opportunity to create new HCBS slots so that nursing home residents have the opportunity to transition to the community.  If a nursing home resident chooses to move into the community their slot is funded by moving the cost of their care from the SLTC Nursing Home budget to the SLTC Community Services budget.  The HCBS slot then remains with the CMT and the cost of that slot is added to the CMT budget.
PROCESS

The CMT reviews their waiting list to identify individuals who are currently residing in a nursing home.  The CMT then makes an onsite visit to evaluate the nursing home resident’s needs and to determine the feasibility of community placement. The CMT may consult with the RPO during this process. If it is determined that transition from the nursing home is feasible, the CMT completes the SLTC-155 and a projected cost sheet.
NOTE: If there is more than one CMT agency that serves the region where the consumer will reside upon discharge from the nursing home, the CMT agencies should work in collaboration with each other to assure ease of transfer and consumer choice. 
DISTRIBUTION

CMT forwards the completed SLTC-155 and cost sheet to the RPO. The RPO will review the information and upon approval, sign the form and send to the HCBS Program Manager. The Program Manager will notify the CMT when, and if, the individual is approved for a waiver slot. Once the individual enters HCBS the CMT must notify the RPO and Program Manager of the intake date and the final cost of the HCBS services.
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
