Site Size and Configuration Recommendation

Based on the Committee request we have asked Jim Shepard from CTA to evaluate the minimum size that would be required for the lay out of the facility.  His analysis indicates that the absolute minimum would be 6 acres or approximately 2 city blocks.  His analysis is below.   

  

For 60 bed campus (no real room for expansion): 

Based on Jim’s sketches, a campus of 5.3 -5.7 acres would be required at a minimum. This would leave no room for expansion to the 80-bed size.


For 80-bed campus

Based on Jim’s sketches, a campus of 6.0 acres would be the minimum to accommodate an 80-bed facility. A dimension of no less than 260’ is needed to accommodate building footprints, sideyards and sidewalk/road access.

Many city blocks are 300-320' in depth so the 260' minimum dimension should work with more "urban" sites if they can provide the needed length. 
 

Based on that analysis we would put forth the following as substitute evaluation criteria for consideration related to the site evaluation scoring that the committee tabled last meeting.
